7. PRACTICAL TRAINING

Practical training within the framework of the academic discipline is implemented when
conducting practical classes and other similar types of educational activities, providing for the
participation of students in the performance of certain elements of work related to future
professional activities.

In tee 1.3. - Problems of international integration of the Russian economy, practical training
of students is carried out, individual elements of work, related to future professional
activities are performed.

Example of implementation of elements of practical training (in the form of practical
situations and cases):

1. Determine the place of the following countries in one of the groups of their classification
by level of economic development: Spain, Norway, New Zealand, Guinea-Bissau, Canada,
Japan, Brazil, Russia, South Africa, Germany, Luxembourg, Libya, Thailand, China, Chile,
Somalia.

2. Name the specialization of the countries listed in the first task in the global economy, and
determine the level of this specialization — regional, continental, or global.

3. ldentify Russia's competitive advantages and disadvantages in the global market, as well
as breakthrough sectors of the economy that can change the raw material structure of the
country's exports.

4. Russia is rich in raw materials, and in many of them it ranks first in terms of proven
reserves and production. Identify the positive and negative impacts of this country's raw
material wealth. Does the Government of the country use this absolute advantage of
international trade for economic growth and improving the standard of living of its citizens?

5. Globalization and integration Case.

The problem of East-West relations in the modern economy is clearly illustrated by the
relations between European countries and Libyan dictator Muammar Gaddafi. So, the record holder
among the ruling dictators (Gaddafi has been in power for more than 40 years) he can declare
jihad in Switzerland for banning the construction of minarets in this country following the results of
the referendum. And it will be difficult for the Confederation to count on the understanding of its
neighbors.

The Swiss have fallen victim to an eccentric Libyan dictator — for daring to arrest
Muammar Gaddafi's son Hannibal in 2008, when he and his wife beat up the servants in a Swiss
hotel. As a punishment for the European impertinence, Gaddafi first withdrew all his assets (about $
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7 billion) from Swiss banks, and then arrested two Swiss businessmen who unfortunately worked in
Tripoli. Under enormous pressure from the banking community, which lost Libyan money, in
2009, Swiss President Hans-Rudolf Merz personally flew to Tripoli to offer an official apology for
the arrest of Hannibal.

In addition, the president was forced to publicly declare that the police officers who arrested
Hannibal Gaddafi could be brought to justice for this. In response, Libya released businessmen from
prison, but did not allow them to leave the country. A month later, the businessmen were lured out
of the Swiss embassy (where they were living while waiting for exit visas) they were thrown back
into prison. Twice humiliated, the Swiss flared up and added 188 Libyan citizens to the Schengen
blacklist (including top officials of the state, Muammar Gaddafi himself and members of his
family). Inresponse, Gaddafi banned 400 million residents of the Schengen countries from entering
Libya. Those who arrived in Libya were detained at the airport and sent back. And for those who
lived in the country with open visas, deportation proceedings were initiated.

Paradoxically, the whole of Europe sided with the Libyan dictator. Concerns about the
safety of investment in Libya outweighed European solidarity and pride. "Switzerland should not
use the Schengen Agreement for pressure. There are other ways to resolve our differences with
Libya," Italian Foreign Minister Franco Frattini said. Under pressure from the entire European
community, the Swiss were forced to humiliate themselves for the third time by canceling the
blacklist — in response, Gaddafi released one of the businessmen. The second "voluntarily” agreed
to serve time in a Libyan prison.

It is no coincidence that the Italian minister voiced his support for Gaddafi. Today, Rome is
Tripoli's closest friend in Europe and its largest foreign economic partner. ltaly accounts for 37.5%
of Libyan exports and 22.2% of imports. From the point of view of European politicians, Gaddafi
can support the EU in a number of ways.

First of all, Brussels is very much counting on the fact that the Libyan hydrocarbon deposits
will allow implementing a project to diversify energy supplies to the EU and reduce dependence on
Russian oil and gas supplies. There are almost no alternative solutions — most other diversification
options are either too expensive or politically risky. In recent years, a number of American and
European oil and gas corporations have entered the Libyan market — and in order to stay there,
they are ready to lobby the interests of the Libyan dictator before their national governments.

In political terms, the Libyan leader is also very valuable to Europe. Gaddafi is the only
modern dictator leading a rogue state who voluntarily, without bombing or military invasion,
entered the path of correction and cooperation with the West. In 2002, he admitted the guilt of his
country for the bombing of a civilian plane over Lockerbie, paid huge compensation to the relatives
of the victims, and in 2003 announced the termination of all development in the field of weapons of
mass destruction and provided the accumulated materials to the Americans. In exchange, the UN
Security Council lifted all sanctions on Libya and returned it to the world community of civilized
nations. In the face of the proven ineffectiveness of the American power policy against recalcitrant
regimes (Iraq, Afghanistan, Iran), European countries hope that other dictators will follow Gaddafi's
example, who will want to receive Western investment and be included in the best houses in
Europe.

Finally, the EU hopes to get a friendly leader of the Islamic world in Libya. In this context,
Libya is seen by European politicians as a lesser evil, and Kadaffi is forgiven for the most
unprecedented antics. However, some analysts believe that European politicians overestimate their
ability to control Gaddafi. So, the most serious mistake was the immoral deal of the British
government with Tripoli. In 2009, the United Kingdom released Abdelbaset Ali Mohammed al-
Megrahi from a Scottish prison. The terrorist who took part in the bombing of a plane over
Lockerbie and killed almost three hundred innocent people. He arrived in Libya as a hero, Gaddafi's
son personally met him at the plane ramp, and the country's authorities allocated a mansion in
Tripoli to the former terrorist.
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The official reason for the pardon was a serious illness of the convict (allegedly he had
several months to live), but in August 2010, the Libyan authorities celebrated the anniversary of al -
Megrahi's release with pomp. The real reason for this exemption, according to some sources, was
access to the offshore fields of Libya (the total value of the contract was $ 900 million).

Italy's desire to please Gaddafi in exchange for gas concessions for Eni also seems to have
been a mistake Eni. So, according to the agreement signed in 2008, Rome officially asked for
forgiveness from its former colony and promised to pay Libya compensation for the colonial period
in the amount of $ 5 billion within 20 years. Thus, Italy has set a dangerous precedent. Gaddafi has
already officially proposed to consider at the 65th session of the UN General Assembly the issue of
compensation for the damage caused by colonialism. "Colossal damage was caused to the
colonized countries as a result of illegal economic exploitation, large — scale depletion of
resources, looting of natural resources, cultural and historical values, as well as radiation
contamination of the environment due to nuclear tests, which caused significant human and material
damage," the explanatory note from Libya says. Not the most reliable partner for Europe.

6. Difficulties of European integration. Case.

The new episode of the crisis has once again demonstrated the structural problems of the
Eurozone. The introduction of the euro in 1999 pursued not only economic, but also intra-European
political goals. For France and a number of deutsche mark countries (such as the Netherlands),
currency integration meant undermining the Bundesbank's position and restoring some control over
interest rates through the ECB mechanism. After German reunification, many in the EU feared that
the largest economy would be overly influential, so the introduction of a single European currency
helped to avoid these fears. Small countries (Greece, Ireland, Finland, etc.) simply did not want to
be on the sidelines of European integration.

But for the monetary union mechanism to work, its members were expected to comply with
several key rules. First, labor markets had to be flexible enough for wages to quickly reflect
changes in supply and demand. If productivity did not increase, real wages in the country had to
fall, so as not to undermine its competitiveness. Second, labor markets had to create new jobs in
new sectors, which requires significant flexibility in industry and services, with high competition
between companies. Third, the euro area economies were to become fully integrated, not only in
trade in goods,but also in services, labor, and capital. Fourth, the economies had to diversify and
not depend on individual sectors. Fifth, fiscal policy must be sustainable, free of severe deficits and
debt. And finally, sixth, the Eurozone countries were expected to grow quite rapidly, because
within the monetary union, the state can maintain its competitiveness by increasing productivity.

In reality, everything happened a little differently. At the time of the creation of the Euro
area, many economies did not meet the criteria required for the introduction of a single currency.
But back then, the member states of the monetary union believed that meeting the criteria could be
achieved fairly quickly after switching to the euro. After all, as many believed, after the transition
to the single currency, governments simply have no choice but to quickly make their economies
more flexible. But in practice, membership in the monetary union, unfortunately, did not lead to an
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acceleration of structural reforms. The transition to the euro not only did not encourage the
governments of the periphery countries to develop industry, it also discouraged them from doing so.
Once they were able to borrow cheaply — the euro is a more reliable currency than their national
currencies were — governments became enthusiastic about borrowing and social spending.

This was especially pronounced in the southern periphery of the euro area-in Greece,
Portugal, Spain and partly in Italy. In the first half of the 2000s, Germany began to reduce real
wages, while continuing to increase productivity. Against the backdrop of rising real wages in
other euro area countries, this has made German companies ' products very competitive. Labor
productivity in the southern periphery countries did not grow, while wages increased after the
transition to the euro. During the years of growth of the European economy, they lost their
competitive advantages due to globalization (including the transfer of many production facilities to
Asian countries) and the expansion of the European Union. European companies preferred to place
their production facilities in China or in the eastern European Union, rather than in the
Mediterranean. Portugal and Greece, with their low productivity, lost out to Poland and Slovakia.
The same situation has developed in many regions of Spain and in some parts of Italy.

In Ireland, productivity has been rising over the past decade, but wages have also been
rising. And after the Celtic tiger, fed on cheap credit and rising real estate prices, ran out of steam,
there were no new sources of growth in the country. The countries of the Eurozone periphery
missed the moment when they could implement structural reforms under favorable economic
conditions, increasing their labor market flexibility and productivity, and finding new industries in
which they can be competitive. It will be much more difficult for them to implement structural
reforms in a crisis. So far, none of the countries has presented a program on how to ensure new
economic growth. Governments are preoccupied exclusively with the problems of today — how to
balance the budget and avoid a debt crisis. These tasks are really urgent, as the public debt of many
European countries exceeds 150% of GDP. But focusing solely on them doesn't explain what these
countries can live off in the future. This once again raises the question of whether the euro area can
continue in its current form.
